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I have two reflections or confirmations to share with
you.

First, | found that my spiritual strength lies in the
community of believers. While on Advent Il we did
the Daily Office and readings every day except Sun-
day. If we were ashore on Sunday we found a
church, and if not we celebrated the Eucharist on the
boat. (It helps to have a priest on board.) Regardless
of the hour we weighed anchor or the difficulty of
the passage or the weather, one of us would remem-
ber to go below and retrieve the Prayer Books and
Bible. Sometimes we continued on our way. Other
times we shut down and drifted. But we committed
to this act of piety and held each other to it.

My best intentions while alone during the other days
of the summer and not committed with another
Christian |l eft me with
that my faith is not |
other agendas and creature comforts encroach and
distract. You may think that anyone who names their
boat Advent Il would be a very pious person. No one
would accuse either of us of being particularly pious.
But together Holy Spirit drew out of us more than
